CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 71-year-old who had annual labs drawn to include an FLP. He is seen in his room. He is alert. He comprehends given information and asked questions appropriately.

DIAGNOSES: Alcohol dependence in remission, vascular dementia, MDD, HLD, GERD, and depression.

MEDICATIONS Unchanged from 05/17/23.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with Ensure plus one can MWF.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in room. He was alert and oriented x3.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/97, pulse 87, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, and O2 96% and weight 216.8 pounds.

LABS: CMP noted for a calcium of 7.9 and albumin of 3.2.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:

1. The patient will receive Tum 750 mg b.i.d. for his calcium and albumin. Discussed dietary measures that the patient can take i.e. increasing protein in diet.

2. HLD. His lipid profile is all within normal with exception of HDL, which is well at 30.

3. The patient is on Zetia 10 mg q.d. When current script is out we will discontinue medications. Zetia target his triglycerides, which are completely WNL. 

4. Anemia. CBC shows an H&H of 11.2 and 35.2. Indices are WNL. He also has platelets low at 137,000. There is no evidence of increased bruising or bleeding. We will monitor.
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5. Screening thyroid function. TSH is WNL at 1.10.
