CC: UA followup.

HPI: An 80-year-old who when seen last week appeared ill but it was a difficult to specify exactly where so. Labs CXR and a UA were drawn. Today, her labs are reviewed and appear relatively normal. UA is reviewed and is positive for UTI. CXR shows some mild abnormality. The patient is observed quietly walking around the unit. She is quiet and will make eye contact if her name is spoken and she really does not speak if she does it is mumbling.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease, DM II, HTN, and disordered sleep.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/26/23 note.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, PCN and STATINS.

DIET: Regular with NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Humanity Hospice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

LUNGS: Basilar intersitial and air space opacities for basilar pneumonia could not be excluded and chronic intersitial changes.

LABS: H&H show hemoglobin low at 1.5, but it is actually still within the range of normal and creatinine is at high end of normal at 0.96. There is really nothing that needs to be done about either of these labs. 
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. The patient has been treated for UTI and subsequently treatment would be of benefit for what was seen on CXR. No further treatment required.
