CC: Right side pain.
HPI: A 60-year-old with right side hemiplegia post CVA remote, seen today. As best can be communicated, he indicates that it is his whole right side that hurts. The patient is in a wheelchair, he propels it with his left side, but tends to often lean to the right. He has had no falls or other acute medical events. I told him that we would try something like Naprosyn and he nodded his head yes that he wanted something like that. I just wanted to also check with him any fear that he might have that it indicated a stroke and he shook his head no.

DIAGNOSES: Right side musculoskeletal pain with right side hemiplegia post CVA, peripheral neuropathy, depression, HLD, GERD, seasonal allergies, and wheelchair-bound.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/10.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Robust male seated in a wheelchair, able to communicate with grunting and some gesturing. Affect appropriate. He is always pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/72, pulse 68, respirations 16, and weight 220 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Right side hemiplegia indicates with his left side that it is his whole side from shoulder down and nods when I bring up different NSAIDs and that that is what he would like to have.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with fair turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right side musculoskeletal pain and most likely may have something to do with leaning against the right side of his wheelchair and, when he is seated, he also leans to the right. Naprosyn 250 mg q.12h. We will follow up next week.
