HPI: The patient with DM II, is on Actos 7.5 mg q.d. and is due for quarterly A1c. I saw the patient in her room, she was getting ready for bed, but awake, pleasant, and told her that I had gotten her request to be seen and that we would get her A1c between now and next week and I would review with her then and she was in agreement. Overall, she has been stable, getting around and had no complaints today. We will address any issues with her next week.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/75, pulse 79, respirations 14, and weight 135 pounds.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She understands what is being said and asks appropriate questions.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She continues to favor her right side shoulder area; there is decreased pain, due to a past proximal humeral fracture. She has no lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM II. Quarterly A1c is ordered and we will review it with her next week.
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
