CC: Post-hospitalization followup.

HPI: An 85-year-old who was seen in room. She says to me “well, do you know what happened to me” and I stated no. She said “I had a heart attack and then got two stents.” I was completely unaware of this. She was sitting comfortably on the couch and her friend Ron was sitting adjacent to her. She had gone to dinner in the DR with him and he had been pushing her in her manual wheelchair. The patient was admitted to OHH South. Apparently, there was an MI that occurred and she received two cardiac stents. We did not get information from them other than a medication list. The patient states that she is okay, but she was just caught off guard. She was here in the facility and just started having chest pain, so was transferred to the hospital. She has been sleeping okay, has not had pain, and still I think a little bit shaken by all the events.
DIAGNOSES: CAD, HLD, HTN, dementia without BPSD, urinary incontinence, recurrent UTIs on suppressive therapy, delusions, depression, lower extremity edema managed with diuretic, seasonal allergies, and suppressive HSV-2 treatment.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Mechanical soft with chopped meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/56, pulse 77, respirations 14, and weight 137 pounds.

GENERAL: The patient is alert. She is always pleasant and unfortunately limited in information that she can have.

CARDIAC: She had a regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She had trace ankle edema and otherwise clear. Moves arms in a normal range of motion.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: CAD status post MI with cardiac stents x2. We will try to get information from OHH.
