CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 100-year-old female with end-stage unspecified dementia and pseudobulbar affect, is seen today. She had a fall Saturday night into Sunday morning sustained minor abrasions to her forehead. Staff report that she appears at baseline as far as taking medications and allowing exam. She tends to be difficult to get to examine. Today, fortunately, she did not resist.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, pseudobulbar affect, depression, osteoporosis, hypothyroid, and chronic pain management.

MEDICATIONS: Lorazepam gel 1 mg/mL 1 mL t.i.d. and Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL 1 mL SL pre-med for shower, MiraLAX MWF, tramadol 50 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is quiet, but awake and did not resist exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/78, pulse 78, temperature 97.3, respirations 16 and weight 128.8 pounds.

HEENT: On her forehead midline, she has superficial abrasion, which is already starting to heal and then to the left of midline at her hairline, she has eschar formation of an abrasion as well as also the same on the right.

NEUROLOGIC: She just looks at me, but does not speak or resist. She will moan or cry, does not speak and cannot convey her needs.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is nonweightbearing, a full-transfer assist, cannot reposition herself.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup, minor injuries to forehead. She is receiving wound care and does not appear to have increased pain.
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
