CC:  A 90-day note.

HPI: The patient is a 78-year-old with advanced dementia. He is seated on his bed in room. His room is clean, bed made up, and he is fully dressed. I am informed he came out for breakfast and wanted to go back and rest in his room. He smiled, he said a few words, and I am not clear what he was referencing. The patient has a new walker, which was brought out of the bathroom and placed for him to use when he wants to get out later. It is sturdier versus the clumsy one he had previously.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, CAD, HTN, depression, anxiety, and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Estrace 2 mg q.d., Haldol 1 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., Zyprexa 7.5 mg q.a.m., Zoloft 100 mg q.a.m., Tylenol 500 mg b.i.d. p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished male, well-groomed, and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/50, pulse 71, temperature 97.3, respirations 17, and weight 198.2 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Does not cooperate with deep inspiration, but lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has good muscle mass and motor strength. No LEE. Later, observed walking with his walker and he is steady and upright.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He smiles and then he giggles and says some things that are unclear what he is referencing, but he was cooperative to exam.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Advanced dementia, appears stable at this time and no significant behavioral issues have occurred.

2. HTN. Review of BPs indicates good control, no change in current medications.

3. BPSD. He has had in the past some inappropriate sexual comments or touching and this was as recent as 12/20/22, so we have already decreased his Estrace in December and he appears managed, we will leave as it is.
4. Depression. He takes encouraging to participate in activity, but he is one of a few men on the unit, so that may be in part the issue, but he appears to be okay.
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
