CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 88-year-old with unspecified dementia and HTN, has baseline labs that are reviewed today. She is seen in her room. She is alert and verbal. She states that she is feeling good. Denies pain. Appetite is good, goes to DR for meals and occasionally will sit and listen to a music activity. No fall since seen 04/29/23.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, HTN, OA, HLD, aortic valve stenosis and GERD.

ALLERGIES: SULFA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/29/23 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/63, pulse 55, temperature 98, respirations 18, and weight 156 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has a systolic ejection murmur throughout the precordium. No rub or gallop noted.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She uses a walker. She is slow, but upright and steady.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is able to give information. Some memory deficits noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 11 and 33.2, previously 11.6 and 35; otherwise WNL.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.0 and 3.3. She is open to Ensure and so that will be ordered. Ensure in chocolate flavor per the patient’s request ordered for MWF.
3. Renal insufficiency. BUN and creatinine are 31 and 1.71. Creatinine increased from 1.60. She is on Lasix 40 mg q.d. We will decrease that to 40 mg MWF.

4. Lipid profile, all WNL. TC is 119.4. HLD mildly low at 39, remainder normal.
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
