


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Followup lab and check of heel ulcers.

HPI: A 91-year-old seen in room. His son was present and listened in for lab review. The patient is followed by home health who was present to do wound care. The patient has CKD and receives hemodialysis Monday and Friday and, in the interim, has a Foley catheter in place and there is some sediment as was pointed out by the nurse. His urine appears concentrated and there is some evidence of trace blood. The catheter was just changed a couple of days ago. The patient denies any pain or discomfort of the catheter placement. He also has some heel wounds that they have been caring for and dressings were removed today and they are much improved. On the right lateral foot, there is just a very small area with eschar formation. No warmth, tenderness or erythema. His left heel has a larger patch, but there is no drainage and a thin eschar film has developed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

GU: Catheter in place. Mild sediment in tubing and mild pinkness in the bag, but urine is clear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 9.0 and 27.4. Some mild differential abnormalities unremarkable and this is not unexpected given his renal disease.

2. CKD IV. BUN and creatinine are 40.1/2.56, no comparison lab, but told relatively stable from previous lab.

3. Screening A1c 5.0. There is no intervention required for the labs that were noted. Home health will continue with wound care.

4. The other issue is decreased p.o. intake with weight loss. Megace 400 mg b.i.d. will be started. Follow up in two weeks and see how his appetite is and any evident weight gain.
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
