CC: 90-day note.
HPI: A 95-year-old gentleman reclining in his rocker. Both he and his wife were napping in their matching recliners. He awoke and was pleasant. He is able to give basic information. The patient denied any pain. His appetite is good. He and his wife go down to the dining room for meals and he said he sleeps during the day as well as all night long.
DIAGNOSES: GERD, MCI, hypothyroid, HTN and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg q.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg b.i.d., Imdur 30 mg q.d., Xyzal 5 mg q.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., Mag-Ox b.i.d., metformin 250 mg q.d. a.c. x1, metoprolol 50 mg b.i.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., Prilosec 40 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., PreserVision b.i.d., Carafate 500 mg b.i.d., vitamin C 250 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant elderly male.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/84, pulse 88, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 146.2 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

GU: Evidence of urinary leakage or incontinence.

EXTREMITIES: No edema. He can lean forward. He has good neck and truncal stability in his manual wheelchair.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. MCI. No significant progression though some mild noted. He is generally quiet and can make his needs known if he really needs to.
2. LEE. With the Lasix that he has taken, there has been resolution of that. He has a history of renal insufficiency. His last creatinine was 1.98 in 10/2022. We will adjust Lasix so that it is once daily q.d. with additional 40 mg MWF.
