CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient returns today with complaints of pinkeye now on the left, decreased appetite, small fever, now going on four days, and taking erythromycin ophthalmic in right eye.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Matting both eyes for the past several days with decreased appetite and slight congestion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Both eyes with slight exudate without erythema or ocular involvement. Throat with erythema. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Repeat strep screen is still negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection, conjunctivitis and non-strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is continued on erythromycin ophthalmic with addition of Zithromax as needed. Follow up here and with pediatrician as needed.
