ARCHIBALD, BEATRIZ

Ms. Archibald is an 88-year-old woman with history of coronary artery disease, congestive heart failure, hypertension, COPD, and folic acid deficiency, recently hospitalized with history of hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, monoclonal gammopathy, history of DVT, history of CVA, and late-onset Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She is eating very little. She also suffers from Lewy body dementia with diastolic dysfunction. She has a history of respiratory failure and history of difficulty breathing, which became worse during the hospitalization. The patient is anemic, H&H of 8 and 28. Protein-calorie malnutrition, not eating. She has bilateral pleural effusion, pneumonia, and is expected to do poorly. The patient is now on hospice because she wants no further hospitalization, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, and requires help of nurses and aides during the last few days to weeks of her life, expected to live less than six months and is hospice appropriate.
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
