Please note that this patient was very-very difficult to image.

Final Interpretation:
1. Mildly dilated left ventricle. The left ventricular end-diastolic dimension 6 cm.
2. Mild to moderate left ventricular systolic dysfunction with ejection fraction 40% to maximum 45%.
3. Mild to moderate left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.
4. The inferobasal wall and lower inferolateral wall are akinetic. Other areas contracting adequately.
5. Mild to moderate left atrial enlargement.
6. Mild mitral annular classification.
7. Mild right ventricular dilatation.
8. Mild right atrial enlargement.
9. Mild right ventricular hypertrophy.
10. Mildly dilated ascending aorta.
11. Trivial mitral regurgitation.
12. Trivial tricuspid regurgitation and trivial pulmonic regurgitation.
13. Pulmonary artery pressure 24 mmHg over 12 mmHg with mean 16 mmHg.
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
