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ECHO Report

Please note that this patient was very difficult to image.

Final Interpretation:
1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 70%.

2. Mild left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.
3. Asymmetric septal hypertrophy at base only and it is about 2 cm. There is a mild systolic anterior motion of chordae.
4. Septal thickness is noted at the base only and it is about 2 cm.

5. Peak gradient across the LV outflow rate at the end systole is about 15 mmHg during Valsalva maneuver.

6. Aortic opening during the systole is normal.

7. Mild left atrial enlargement.

8. Anterior epicardial fat, which in the basal area is about 0.8 cm thick.

9. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. The right ventricular systolic pressure 32 mmHg.

10. Mild pulmonic regurgitation. The pulmonary artery diastolic pressure 14 mmHg.

11. Pulmonary artery pressure 32/14 mmHg with mean 20 mmHg.

Please note that the left ventricular outflow gradient was mild and it was more noticeable on the Valsalva maneuver and it was just seen in left late systole with the peak gradient across the LV outflow track of about 15 mmHg due to this about 2 cm thickening of the basal septum only.
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
