REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Endocrine: No polyuria or polydipsia. No heat or cold intolerance.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. He is alert and oriented x 3

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 127/74. Pulse 78. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 20. Pulse oximetry 96%.

HEENT: Head – Atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge. Throat clear. No exudate.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema. 

Neuro: He is awake, alert and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Deconditioning.

2. Recent sepsis treated.

3. NSTEMI on medical management.

4. Generalized weakness.

5. History of hydrocephalus.

6. History of carotid stenosis.

7. History of hypertension.

8. History of prostate cancer.

9. History of osteoarthritis.

10. History of GERD.
