PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Head – Atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric. 

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Trace edema, but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, forgetful and disoriented.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Parkinson disease with worsening bradykinesia.

2. Recent UTI treated.

3. Generalized weakness.

4. History of prostatic hypertrophy.

5. Hypothyroidism.

PLAN OF CARE: Continue all the current medications. Continue PT/OT and the patient is doing well.
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
