CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of recent fall, near passing out, poor hearing both the ears, and followup for COVID infection.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was having a dinner with family when he stood up and felt fainting after that he sat down. He did not pass out, but felt sweaty and the family checked his sugar and it was 102 and the patient did not have any chest pain. He lay down for few minutes after that he felt better before that the patient has accidental fall, did not hit his head and then the patient was ambulatory without any problems.
The patient also complained of decreased hearing both the ears and there is no ear discharge. He has hearing impairment for several months and had no tinnitus.

The patient had COVID infection six months ago and he has recuperated completely. The patient does not have any cough or new symptoms.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or seizures.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for mild dementia and the patient is on donepezil 10 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of urinary incontinence and he is on oxybutynin 5 mg half tablet in the evening.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his daughter and he keeps himself busy all day. The patient smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and the patient does not have any orthostatic blood pressure changes.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
