CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after abnormal chest x-ray and followup on nicotine dependence.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had coughing for past few weeks and he went to the emergency room. He had a chest x-ray, which showed small nodule on the right lung and the patient is a smoker. However, the patient smokes only two cigarettes a day and he has no cough or fever and has no sputum production. The patient also denied any weight loss.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
