History: Debra Ramirez is a 56-year-old Hispanic female who was divorced, who has nine children, but she states she lost one daughter aged 42 of severe COVID-19 infection and COVID-19 pneumonia. Ms. Ramirez apparently had a history of big ovarian cyst and she was seen by gynecologist at Scott & White Clinic and subsequently referred to Temple, Texas for possible total hysterectomy and removal of the massive 10 cm plus ovarian cyst. The patient had the surgery. She does not have the records, but what she knows is the cyst was not malignant and that she has had this ovarian cyst for a while. They did ovarian cyst surgery and they did abdominal hernia surgery too. She has known type II diabetes mellitus and hypertension for several months. Ms. Ramirez denies any chest pains, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. She states she is happy that they did not find any cancer. Ms. Ramirez needs eye exam. She needs mammograms, bone density and stool iFOB and all the preventive care. She does not have any records of what was done except what the patient tells me. She states that they are trying to see if they can send the GYN records to the gynecologist at Scott & White Clinic. As the patient is totally asymptomatic and she does not smoke and she does not drink, the patient is going to have A1c, microalbumin in urine, CBC and CMP and then I will see her in the office for followup in a month.
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
