History: Mary Dworaczyk was seen today. She states she participated in a church festival and she was serving drinks and, for the past four days or five days, she has noticed some right-sided chest pain underneath her right ribs. She states the constant motion of taking the drinks out of the cooler and handing over could have caused it. The husband states she was bathing her dog and that may have been the cause of pain; immaterial, she has been using Tylenol or Advil. There is no rash over the area. Several years ago, she had some chest pain and it showed some cracked rib in the past. This time, she has not had any injury to suggest any cracked rib. An EKG done shows no acute changes. In view of that, I decided to start some meloxicam, #30 pills given to the patient and I gave her a sample of Voltaren gel. I have ordered a complete lab work including CBC, CMP, A1c, lipids and TSH and will be seen in the office in next 10 days to two weeks.
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
