History: Ms. Gordon was seen today. She is a retired nurse. She has type II diabetes mellitus. Ozempic has really helped her. She wanted to lose weight and that she has diabetes and that Ozempic has worked wonders; she has lost 25 pounds of weight. She is able to get Ozempic with $40 co-pay on her insurance. She states many years ago she was found to have some sludge in her gallbladder and I told her with weight loss and Ozempic the gallstones may form and if she has the problem of gallstones then we will have to take care of it at this time. The only problem she has is some reflux, but no real abdominal pain. The patient’s med list reconciled. We will see her in the office in about six weeks. The patient has also problem with nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy with retinal edema in the left eye. The retinal edema in the left eye was not going away per Dr. Wells who is a retina surgeon who sees her and wants her to get Lucentis injections, which the patient will start in a week or two.
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
