History: Ms. Balleza had taken a few days off about two weeks ago when she stated she was planning to visit her mother way in the South. The patient states she was planning to go there with her husband. She returned the Monday morning after she had taken three days off; the Friday, Saturday and Sunday with some maculopapular eruptions scattered all over the body stating that she got mosquito bites and was using Caladryl lotion. About seven days later, I think today, she tells me that the rash is not improving and is noticing newer rash, which is in the form of maculopapular eruptions. I asked her if there were any kids at home because the rash was very typical of impetigo or staph or strep infection of the skin. The patient states that her 1½-year-old granddaughter lives with her in the evening and she does go to daycare. I cultured her rash, her skin lesions and they will be sent for culture and sensitivity. I have prescribed her Bactroban ointment and advised her to use around the nostril and over the skin lesions. I have started her on Keflex and may give her Bactrim DS if Keflex is not making improvement along with some steroids. She may need to see a dermatologist. The patient has appointment for her PET scan next week and I told her to postpone it till the skin lesions get better.
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
