SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She interacts well with me through the exam today. She is not in any distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light. Conjunctivae much erythema visualized and also discharged at bilateral inter canthus.

Ears are within normal limits. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits. No excessive erythema.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will receive gentamicin 0.3% one drop to each eye every four hours for two to three days #1 bottle.

Mother is going to assist in monitoring for improvement and she will return to clinic or call if needed and of course, good hand hygiene has been stressed through this exam today.
