HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 67-year-old male patient here with complaints of left-sided earache and dizziness. He has had headache as well. He has had these symptoms for three days now. He is not taking any medication for relief. Symptoms are better with rest and worse with activities. The patient is wanting to get improved over the next day or two because he is going away on vacation this Friday in two days just locally though.

No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He maintains his normal daily activities. He denies any chest pain, shortness of breath or abdominal pain. He has normal voiding and normal bowel movements. No acute pain anywhere.
The patient also complains about fatigue with this infection and this dizziness and earache. Prior to this illness last week, he was back to his normal self. He expects to recover fully from this as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: High blood pressure.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had surgeries on both legs.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Losartan 25 mg a day, allopurinol 100 mg daily, vitamin B12 and an allergy medicine as well.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally, he will drink alcohol. He is a former smoker. He quit in 2009, now he chews tobacco. His wife is a smoker, however.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/75. Pulse 96. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 95%. Current weight 216 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present, left is worse than right. Oropharyngeal area: No significant erythema. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Left otitis media. However, there is some involvement with the right side as well. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. for 10 days #20. He will monitor his symptoms and return to clinic or call me if he feels as though he is not improving.
