Mrs. Haw was seen regarding stroke history, diabetes mellitus, dementia, etc.

History: Mrs. Haw has no specific new complaints. She was comfortable. The dense left hemiplegia persists. She has a history of hypertension but there is no headache or chest pain and blood pressure readings have been within normal limits. She has diabetes mellitus, which is controlled. I could not elicit from her any polyuria or polydipsia. She was pleasant but confused. She has no reports or evidence of pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.7, blood pressure 125/68, O2 saturation 92%, and respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Neurologic: She has dense left hemiplegia.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Haw has a stroke history. I will continue aspirin 81 mg daily plus Plavix 75 mg daily.

2. She has hypertension controlled with carvedilol 6.25 mg twice a day plus lisinopril 40 mg daily. She is on Zoloft and Xanax for anxiety and depression. Her diabetes mellitus is diet controlled.
