Mr. Enders was seen regarding COPD and coronary artery disease.

History: Few weeks ago, he was having difficulty breathing and his prednisone was increased to 10 mg daily. He has COPD and this has helped them. He can use Ventolin via inhaler as needed and Incruse Ellipta one puff daily plus ipratropium by nebulizer every four hours as needed. He is also on albuterol by nebulizer four times a day as needed. Currently, he is not wheezing or short of breath when seen. His coronary artery disease is stable. He has no chest pain. He says he can walk short distances but not far and mostly go by wheelchair. His prostatic hypertrophy is stable. He is on tamsulosin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headaches, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or other specific complaints at the present time 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.3, pulse 59, respiratory rate 17, blood pressure 106/59, and O2 saturation 94%. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa normal. Ears are normal to inspection. Neck: He has no nodes. 
Lungs: Diminished breath sounds without wheezes. No accessory muscles or breathing. Percussion is unremarkable. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. 
Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Enders has COPD and he was bit short of breath few weeks ago, which has improved. He continues an albuterol by nebulizer four times a day as needed and ipratropium every four hours as needed by nebulizer, Incruse Ellipta one puff daily schedule, and albuterol by inhaler two puffs every four hours as needed.

2. He has coronary artery disease with two-vessel bypass in the past and I will continue Imdur 30 mg daily plus metoprolol 25 mg daily plus aspirin 81 mg daily.

3. He has hypertension, which is controlled. I will continue Cozaar 25 mg daily. His pain is controlled with Naprosyn as needed. I will continue the current plan.
