CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of sinus infection going to his lung with slight cough for the past couple of weeks.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Sinus pain and postnasal drainage for two weeks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
MEDICATIONS: He takes albuterol with nebulizer as needed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSES: Asthma with sinusitis.
PLAN: Given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed and to see PCP. Note that because of age and lack of prior testing, recommended a complete physical with labs and EKG in the near future.
