HISTORY: This is a 56-year-old gentleman here for muscle twitching. The patient stated that yesterday he noticed that his right anterior chest muscle kept twitching and would like to find out why. He states that he has been reading extensively on Lou Gehrig’s disease and he thinks he may have the early symptoms of this disease.

I have seen this patient on multiple occasions for a variety of neurological complaints. He was referred to a neurologist who did an extensive evaluation of Mr. Dane Clark with benign results.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 144/92.

Pulse 91.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.7.

CHEST WALL AND MUSCLES: There is no obvious twitching. There is no muscle wasting.

NEUROLOGIC: Cranial nerves II through XII are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Muscle twitching.

2. I reassured this patient. The patient keeps insisting and asking if he has Lou Gehrig’s disease. I am advising that he does not and the neurologist has already seen him and advised him that he does not have this illness. The patient again was reassured and, if he returns, I will consider referring this patient to a psychologist.
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
