TATE, MILDRED
This is an 83-year-old woman admitted to hospice with malignant neoplasm of right lung. The patient has a KPS score of 60% currently. Mildred is alert and awake x3. She is forgetful at times. She is sleeping about 8 to 10 hours a day. Mildred most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate, her history goes as such; she was diagnosed with non-small cell lung cancer on 05/26/23, stage IV. This appears to be metastatic with involvement of distant organs. The patient has a history of peripheral vascular disease, coronary artery disease, and COPD with extensive smoking history. The patient’s lung mass on the right side is 4.1 x 4.0 and a biopsy revealed metastatic lung cancer. The patient’s H&H is stable. She is quite weak. She appears to be in pain. She would like her pain taken care of. Her breathing is stable. She is not interested in doing any chemo or radiation therapy. The patient did agree with targeted therapy with immunotherapy, but the patient later declined. The patient has lost weight and has protein-calorie malnutrition. She is short of breath with cough given her lung cancer with metastasis and the pain is being controlled with pain medication. The patient most likely has less than six months to live given her age, comorbidities and her advanced lung cancer. She is definitely hospice appropriate and is admitted to hospice for further care.
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
