This is an 88-year-old gentleman with history of malignant neoplasm of the pancreas. This 88-year-old gentleman has been admitted to hospice with pancreatic cancer, currently has a KPS score of 40%. Since last certification, the patient has lost some weight. He is now 6/6 ADL dependent. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has anxiety and pain, requires lorazepam and pain medication around the clock. He also requires changing position to keep him from developing pressure sores; he is bedbound and he is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. He has very little appetite. He is not interested in shakes or protein supplements. Given his decreased appetite, his weight loss, his increased pain and his advanced age with endstage diagnosis of pancreatic cancer, he remains hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
