CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of cough and change in the voice.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he developed mild cough and it then progressed into hoarseness of voice. There is no significant sore throat. The patient is able to swallow food. He took over-the-counter medication without much relief. The patient is slightly feverish, but does not have any chills. He was not exposed to any serious infections or allergies.
The patient could not come for face-to-face encounter and he does not have video service.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sputum production, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, skin rashes, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE: This is tele-visit only.
ASSESSMENT: Upper respiratory infection.

PLANS: Start azithromycin 500 mg one tablet daily for five days.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.

The patient is advised to return to clinic in one to two weeks.

Also start Mucinex DM 600 mg one tablet twice a day as needed #20 pills.

The patient is advised to go to the nearest emergency room if condition worse.
