CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after 24-hour Holter monitor.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his palpitations are much less now and he is requesting a refill for sertraline 100 mg two tablets a day.
The patient had a Holter monitor and results are reviewed with the patient in detail and showed six beats of supraventricular tachycardia, otherwise unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact.
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
