The patient is seen with history of having a wire stuck in her hand, wanting tetanus shot.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Puncture wound, right hand, rusty wire, a few hours prior to being seen. Tenderness to the site of puncture wound with painful range of motion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart. History of hypertension, prediabetic and arthritis.
MEDICATIONS: See chart.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Puncture wound, right distal dorsal metacarpal joint with 1+ tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSIS: Puncture wound, right hand.
PLAN: The patient was given tetanus toxoid booster. Advised to continue topical care with infection precautions. Follow up as needed for further evaluation.
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
