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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is a lovely 88-year-old Jamaican female that is a patient of Dr. Maxwell that has a laboratory workup that was done on 02/15/2023 in which the creatinine is 1.3 and the BUN is 14 with an estimated GFR of 39 mL/min. They did a renal Doppler ultrasound of the arteries and there was no increase in the velocity; however, there was evidence of Tardus Parvus that suggested renal artery stenosis; however, the patient does not have any evidence of hypertension. The blood pressure today is 145/78. The patient weighs 164 pounds. The BMI is 29. There is no urine lab. We do not have a urinalysis for a protein creatinine ratio or microalbumin creatinine ratio that has to be ordered. At this point, we do not have elements to believe that the patient has renal artery stenosis that is functional if present. I am going to order a regular renal ultrasound to evaluate the size of the kidney, the thickness of the cortex, and whether or not, there is a sign of obstruction or stones. By the same way, we are going to order the urinalysis, spot urine for protein and creatinine and repeat the chemistry along with the CBC and the uric acid and microalbumin creatinine ratio.

2. The patient has sinus bradycardia that has been present for a longtime has been evaluated by the cardiologist, Dr, Arcenas.

3. The patient has a history of bilateral glaucoma using Timolol. We are going to reevaluate the case after we obtained the laboratory workup and the imaging.

4. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

ADDENDUM: The patient is taking meloxicam and she was discouraged of that practice because of the impact that could have in the kidney function and deterioration of it associated to interstitial nephritis.
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
