CC: ER followup.
HPI: An 85-year-old with an indwelling Foley catheter placed per the peritoneum. He had an ER visit on 05/24 and was hospitalized for UTI and, during that stay, urologist replaced his catheter and he was started on cefdinir. The patient was seen in room, he was napping, told him some of the above and he is glad that he has set appointments that will be made per the DON of q.30 day urology visits for catheter change. His home health Apex will continue to do q.3 days acetic acid flushes of the catheter.

DIAGNOSES: Foley catheter per the peritoneum, history of UTIs, CKD III, and BPH.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.p.m., FeSO4 q.d., Flonase q.d., levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d., PEG powder q.d., tramadol 50 mg b.i.d., and Hiprex 1 g b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: CEFADROXIL and BACTRIM.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant gentleman resting comfortably, but awoke and was interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/86, pulse 83, temperature 98.2, respirations 19, O2 saturation 96%, and weight 148.2 pounds.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. He is soft-spoken, says a few words, recalled what was done and acknowledged that his catheter is unusual.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He can reposition himself. He is mobile via a standard wheelchair, which he can propel.

GU: Foley catheter bag had clear light yellow urine and no evident sediment in tubing.
