CC: Pain management issues.

HPI: An 85-year-old dialysis patient who was given a script for Norco 7.5/325 mg for q.4h. p.r.n. use x 7 days. He has not used at all and would like to have an extension of how long he can take the medication. He is not requesting a new prescription, but has at least half of the original script remaining. Overall, the patient appears to be doing well. He has hemodialysis on MWF. So, he comes in late on Wednesdays and is generally in good spirits, wants to eat and then go to bed.

DIAGNOSES: ESRD on HD MWF, DM II, generalized debility improved, and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 300 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg q.d. Cymbalta 20 mg q.d., Lexapro 5 mg q.d., Proscar q.d., glargine insulin 12 units q.a.m., melatonin 3 mg h.s., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., probiotic b.i.d., ropinirole 1 mg b.i.d. Flomax q.d., and TCM cream to affected areas p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular, ADA with thin liquids.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Robust male ambulating with his walker in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/68, pulse 72, respirations 18, and weight 254 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with a walker. He has varying levels of LEE depending on which day of the week, generally improved after HD.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2-3. Speech is clear, voices his needs. It is loud when he is speaking. He has a sense of humor and quite animated. He voices his needs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. An order written that Norco 7.5/325 mg can be continued one p.o. q.4h. p.r.n.
