The patient’s son is at the bedside when I saw the patient. The patient was reported having left foot swelling with ulcers and also gangrenous toe. The patient herself is not a good historian.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No sore throat. No ear or nasal congestion.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.
Musculoskeletal: Left foot swelling with redness with small ulcer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, forgetful and disoriented lying on the bed.

Vital Signs: Stable.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left foot swelling noted with redness. Small area of skin ulcer and also gangrenous toe.

Neuro: She is awake, forgetful, disoriented and confused.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Left foot gangrenous skin changes on the toes and cellulitis of the left foot.
2. Peripheral vascular disease.
3. Diabetes.
4. Hypertension.
5. Ambulatory dysfunction.
6. Dysphagia poorer intake status post PEG placement.
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PLAN OF CARE: I will start the patient on doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. for seven days local skin care. We will get Doppler studies. Continue all her current medication. Care plan discussed with nursing staff. Also discussed with the patient’s son at the bedside and also the patient follow with vascular was advised, vascular team to follow up with the patient.
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
