SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today. He is complaining of right knee pain. The patient told me he had a fall this morning. He landed on his buttocks, but since then his right knee is also hurting. No head trauma. No loss of consciousness. No chest pain. No shortness of breath.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: No headache, no dizziness, and no syncope.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Pain right knee. No pain in the hip.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/67. Pulse 67. Temperature 97.3 F. Respirations 18. Pulse oximetry 93%.

HEENT: Head – Atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge. Throat clear.

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Right knee tender to palpation. Hip nontender.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x 3.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post fall landed on the buttocks and right knee pain.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. Osteoarthritis.

4. Generalized weakness with previous history of fall.

5. History of hypertension.

6. History of stasis dermatitis.

7. History of sick sinus syndrome status post permanent pacemaker placement.

8. Right shoulder frozen adhesive capsulitis likely.
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PLAN OF CARE: We will continue all his current medications. I have discussed with nursing staff we will do x-ray of both hips and right knee and monitoring for pain and monitor him closely for any further fall. PT and OT to reevaluate the patient.
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
