PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: 

1. History of candida infection.

2. Pneumonia.

3. Hypertension with labile blood pressure.

4. Hyperlipidemia

5. History of CHF.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 180/77. Pulse 68. Temperature 98.6 F. Respiration 18. Pulse oximetry 96% room air.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Skin: Bilateral axilla rash noted with redness.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Bilateral axilla rash. No significant improvement and the patient states the Lotrisone cream make it worse after using for two days. I have discussed with the patient we will discontinue Lotrisone and we will start back again on nystatin powder twice a day and for her hypertension I will increase her nifedipine XL to 60 mg daily.

2. She has history of fall. PT and OT follow the patient.

3. History of anxiety.
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4. History of osteopenia.

5. History of hyperlipidemia.

6. All her other routine medication will be continued. Case was discussed with the nurse.
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
