HISTORY: This is a 55-year-old female here for routine followup.
Ms. Money has history of opioid use disorder, she is on Suboxone, here for followup for these conditions and medication refill. She stated that since her last visit, she has had to see a dentist because of dental abscess and severe tooth pain. She states that she is still having the pain she was given Clindamycin. She stated that she is not working and thinks she may need a second course of Clindamycin and she described pain is sharp rated pain 8/10 increased with hot or cold on touch.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports tooth pain.

Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies headache and night chills. Denies increased temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented obese young lady.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% on room air.

Blood pressure is 117/78.
Pulse is 66.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.4.

Oral exam, poor oral hygiene, multiple decayed tooth with a edematous and erythematous gingival. No fluctuance. No discharge. No bleeding.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: No visible peristalsis. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Dental cavities, dental decay.

PLAN: PMP AWARxE was reviewed. The data from PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior or medication diversion.

Urine drug screen was done in the clinic toady. Urine drug screen positive for Suboxone, negative for all unauthorized substances.

The patient was given the following medications.

1. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, she will take one film SL t.i.d. for 30 days #90. XYZ mouthwash/#60 mL she will gargle 15 mL daily for four days. She was advised to gargle and spit out.
2. Clindamycin 300 mg she will take one p.o. q.i.d. for seven days #28.
She was advised do saltwater gargle to follow up with a dentist, come back if worse, or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
