The patient was accompanied by mother who states child went to swimming two or three days ago and noticed pain the day after. Today, we gave Tylenol and Motrin with no improvement. She states she brought child in because this morning she woke up about 3 and screaming for pain in her right ear.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Tobacco smoke exposure.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother reports runny nose, runny nose has been going on for approximately eight weeks. She states discharge from nose is clear.

She reports cough, cough is dry.

Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented. She has a lollipop, which is sucking on with no difficulties. She has moist mucous membranes.
HEENT: Nose: Congested erythematous and edematous turbinates. Clear discharge. Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx, uvula. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile. Ear: Right ear TM is erythematous, diffusion, effusion appears purulent. She has tender tragal tug is positive. Erythematous and edematous external ear canal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No petechiae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis.
2. Acute rhinitis.
3. Acute otitis media.
PLAN: The patient was given the following prescriptions.

1. Motrin 100/5 mL she will take 7 mL t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain #150 mL.
2. Amoxicillin 250/5 mL, she will take one teaspoons p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #150 mL.
3. Zyrtec 1/1 she will take 5 mL q.a.m. for 30 days #150 mL. She was given the opportunity to ask questions she states she has none.
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
