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FACE-TO-FACE
The patient is now being evaluated for face-to-face. This 40-year-old woman has been on hospice with COPD, endstage cor pulmonale, and pedal edema. The patient is bedbound, but her bed broke because of her morbid obesity, now she sleeps on the bed and sleeps on a pad. Since last evaluation, the patient’s shortness of breath has increased. The patient is now on 4 L of oxygen. The patient’s mobility is very limited; any type of activity causes severe shortness of breath. The patient is also having issues with hidradenitis right axilla which improved with antibiotic therapy.

The patient has dyspnea most of the time even with speech and her activity is limited. She is morbidly obese. Her appetite has not changed any, requires medication to keep her from having anxiety and air hunger. She is expected to do poorly and most likely will die in six months; hence, remains hospice appropriate.
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
