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FACE-TO-FACE
A 73-year-old gentleman on hospice with CVA. The patient is having lots of spasm on his weak side, the left side, requires pain medication for the spasm and antispasmodic. He has been on gabapentin and tramadol, has not really helped him, he would like something stronger to help with the pain. His appetite has been stable. He has issues with TIA from time-to-time. He requires provider services. He is homebound and requires a walker for ambulation because of left-sided weakness. The patient’s condition is worsened with increased symptoms with TIA, increased pain and increased weakness. The patient is expected to do poorly on hospice, remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
