HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: She is a 62-year-old woman who has been married 40 years to her husband who is 82 years old. She is a heavy smoker. She does not drink alcohol. She has done odd jobs throughout her life. The patient suffers from morbid obesity, diabetes, hypertension, right AKA, DVT, peripheral vascular disease severe.
The patient is definitely homebound. She has an electric scooter that she uses. She has not been able to drive for years.

The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent and wheelchair bound.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, hypertension, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, edema left leg, bowel and bladder incontinence, she is wheelchair bound, coronary artery disease, peripheral vascular disease, severe, chronic pain related to phantom leg pain as well as neuropathy related to long-standing diabetes, she has been morbidly obese, chronic left leg swelling. She has had history of C. difficile five times in the past.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right leg above-the-knee amputation, hernia surgery x2, leiomyoma removal involving the abdominal wall, knee surgery, gallbladder surgery, hysterectomy, and back surgery.

MEDICATIONS: See separate medication list created today.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: None. She does not believe in COVID immunization. She does not want to talk about it.

SOCIAL HISTORY: As above. The patient will not quit smoking.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of leukemia. Mother died of bone cancer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: We have a 62-year-old obese woman wheelchair bound.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/90. Pulse 92. Respirations 18. Afebrile.

HEENT: Poor dentition.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Obese, soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: Lower Extremities: Right above-the-knee amputation and edema left leg. ______ weakness on the left side noted along with generalized weakness.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 62-year-old woman with history of endstage PVD. The patient also has a history of diabetes, hypertension, diabetic neuropathy, hyperlipidemia as her comorbidities. The patient is in pain requiring pain medication around the clock related to her neuropathy. Given her morbid obesity, advanced diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, and pain related to diabetes and PVD, the patient is expected to do poorly.
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
