History: Mr. Hawthorne has had:

1. Liver transplant.

2. High blood pressure.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Obesity.

He states he was on his porch giving a wash to his dogs when he fell on the soapy water and hurt his left hip and left thigh. He is able to walk, but he feels the pain. He also states he has some tingling and numbness in both upper extremities and he feels he may have some DJD of the neck. He states because he has no insurance he cannot get anything done. So, he wants to wait; however, because of his fall that was accidental and his fault that he fell at home he does not want any x-rays at this time. He is advised some tramadol for pain. I am concerned about his liver and kidneys because of his liver transplant that I do not want to give him meloxicam or something, he can take over-the-counter Advil or Tylenol. At this point, I have given him #30 tablets of tramadol after checking his PMP; I do not suspect abuse. The patient is fighting for Social Security to put him on disability and Medicare. We have sent the records multiple times. He does have a disability lawyer too. Tramadol #30 tablets prescribed to the patient and he will be seen in the office in the next two or three weeks if he needs more medicine.
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
