History: Ms. Vargo was seen today. She was planning to drive to California, but changed her mind and now they are going to fly. The patient has had ovarian cancer and was seen by Dr. Jansky and subsequently referred for surgery to a doctor in Woodlands, Texas. The patient had complete hysterectomy and total oophorectomy. Following this surgery, the patient had a rectocele and she had a rectocele surgery done by Dr. Kathy. The patient states that is the best thing she did to herself. The patient has not seen a gynecologist since her surgery and I have advised her that she must see because I am not too familiar as to what needs to be done for definite followup on the ovarian cancer, the only thing I am doing is checking a sed rate and a CA125, which have been normal. BRACA testing has been suggested. The patient had labs done, which were reviewed that showed high cholesterol, high triglycerides and high LDL. She states she absolutely does not want to take statins. I discussed about Bergamot and she wants to try some Bergamot. The patient states she also wants to do liver cleanse. The patient states she got her inhalers and she mentions that even though I had written three-month prescription for albuterol the pharmacy ended up charging her $18 and gave her only one month and, at the same time, when she complained that she would have to pay $18 each time, the pharmacist ended up giving her the three-month supply and she felt very weird about the whole process. The patient has had colonoscopy and is okay from that standpoint. She is advised mammograms, which is going to be done soon. Overall, she will be seen in the office when she returns from California after visiting her daughter.
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
