History: Mr. Martinez was seen today. Mr. Martinez has had two back surgeries and still has lot of pain. He is right now busy as his daughter who had aplastic anemia had a bone transplant and he and his wife are assisting the daughter with food and making doctors’ office visits and followups. Mr. Martinez besides wanting his pain pill refilled of tramadol, he wanted to check for a lesion on his right side of face and it seems like he has a wart about size of two pinheads on the right side of face and advised a cryo treatment for that with the dermatologist. He also was complaining of right ear pain with increased itching. He probably has some fungal infection in the ear. Ears examined. There is no evidence of active discharge or pus, but I gave him some Cortisporin drops to put in his right ear twice a day as necessary. Texas PMP was checked. Also, the patient’s last labs were discussed. The patient has significant proteinuria in the urine and that indicates that is not a good sign for kidneys or even his heart. He may need some Farxiga in a small dose. I have ordered a microalbumin creatinine ratio. I have ordered cystatin C, PTH, vitamin D3 level and EGFR. The patient states he had trouble understanding Dr. V from nephrology standpoint and he wants to see Dr. Prosperity who he had seen before and that is okay with me. Referral will be sent to Dr. Prosperity. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.

The Patient’s Diagnoses are:

1. Albuminuria.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus.

3. Hypertension.

4. Coronary artery disease.

5. Wart on the face.

6. Otitis externa.

Plan: As outlined of giving him ear drops, dermatology referral and ordering further tests to see the extent of renal involvement.
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
