History: Ms. Deme is a 95-year-old white female who is brought to the office by her niece. The niece stated she is running fever at home and they do not know where the fever is coming from. She states when she is home she likes to keep the house warm and not cold, but she is running about 100 to 101°F. The patient has been seen now the second time in the office for this. Each time, her temperature has been normal, vital signs are good. She does not appear in any distress. There is no fever. There is no cough. There is no nausea. There is no vomiting. I had done some labs on her, essentially white count, hemoglobin, and electrolytes, all of them seemed to be within normal limits and also liver function and kidney function. I did a chest x-ray and the chest x-ray was normal. There was no pneumonia. No heart enlargement, but she was noticed to have a wedge-shaped fracture of T11. The patient states she has no back pain. She tried to look down and touch her feet and she could do that without any problems. The patient has rheumatoid arthritis and she is taking Orencia infusions at Dr. Pocurull’s office. I gave the patient copy of her labs and the chest x-ray and advised her to see Dr. Pocurull whether she is still a candidate for Orencia infusion or not as she is running this fever. The patient also had urinalysis, urine for culture and sensitivity and that also did not show any infection. I told the niece all we can do is keep doing the workup till we find out what is really going on; in the meantime, she should keep hydrated. She will see Dr. Pocurull and then I will see her in the office in a month or earlier if need be.
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
