Thank you for your continued support and thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen today for evaluation of his anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability profound, history of seizure disorder and patient is on Keppra and Klonopin, history of GERD, and history of anemia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Recent lab WBC 9.1, hemoglobin 13.1, hematocrit 43.4, and platelet 3300.
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DIAGNOSIS: Mild normochromic normocytic anemia most likely because of seizure medications.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No specific treatment at this point. No further workup except check CBC, serum iron, B12, and folate prior to next visit. We will see the patient on followup in three months.
