The patient presents for a refill of his Klonopin. He states he is feeling better taking two twice a day, with history of schizoaffective disorder and anxiety disorder, followed at Tri-County for history of seizure disorder, on questionable Trileptal uncertain about dose, trazodone, and Zyprexa there at Tri-County.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. He states that he is doing better on the increased dose without complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits except for guarded affect psychiatrically without evidence of hallucinations, delusions or suicidal ideations.
IMPRESSION: Schizoaffective disorder and anxiety disorder with history of seizure disorder.

PLAN: Medications refilled. Follow up in one month. Continue regular care at Tri-County.
